Comments made by Imtiaz Farookhi, NHBC Chief Executive in ‘Housing Signpost’, April 2004 in response to the Barker Review:

“We advocate a ‘balance of risk’ approach. It is vital that homes are high quality and designed to last for a minimum of sixty years, particularly where the risk of ownership is fully born by private individuals. 

In this country we do not want to repeat failures from our own past or more recently spectacular failures such as that experienced by thousands of homeowners in British Columbia, Canada in 1999, where the use of inappropriate innovation cost more than $2 billion Canadian.”
