An issue was raised with me by a number of constituents earlier this year during the unusual prolonged freeze regarding the gritting procedures. I contacted Halton Borough Council who informed me that during the cold spell the Council used over 900 tons of salt in gritting exercises, including refilling more than 45 grit bins placed at various locations. I will continue to press Halton Borough Council for a grit bin to be located in Windmill Hill in their initiative to provide more grit bins in specific locations.

New GP Services on Windmill Hill:

NHS Halton and St Helens is planning to build a new Primary Care Health Centre on the Windmill Hill Estate. The Centre, which is set to open in June this year will provide the residents of Windmill Hill with an additional GP service and a range of primary care facilities.
NHS Halton and St Helens are applying for planning permission and if it is granted, initial building works will start in May 2009 and the temporary facility will provide services from June 2009. The long term future is that a purpose built health care resource centre will be built on the site following further public consultation.

The development will be financed by NHS Halton and St Helens and is being supported by Halton Borough Council, Windmill Hill School and local patient groups.

The temporary facility will be run from an area of the school playing fields and a separate access route will be provided.

During the course of the next few weeks Halton Health will be working with the local community to raise awareness of the new initiative.
