ASBO (Anti-Social Behaviour Order):


Protects the public by ordering the person causing trouble to stop. Breaching an ASBO can lead to prosecution.








ABC (Acceptable Behaviour Contract):


Voluntary contract signed by the person causing trouble, agreeing to stop.
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DISPERSAL:	Where gangs or disorderly groups are causing trouble in a particular area, the Council and the police can agree additional powers to disperse groups of trouble makers.
